Subject: MOE policy 

Washington Stateis in complete support of the proposed modification of EAC Advisory 07-003-A – Maintenance of Effort Funding. 

 MOE should only consist of State expenditures.  In WashingtonState, we take affirmative steps to insure that counties are not supplanting local spending with HAVA funds.  

 In our state, the retention records schedule is only six years, so the counties do not have information from 1999.  Even if they had information from 1999 (which they do not), they could not get to that level of detail.  For example, provisional voting has been a part of WashingtonStatefor nearly 30 years.  Not one of our counties would be able to reference a dollar figure that they spend on provisional voting. Most importantly, our counties did not ask nor did we give our counties HAVA funds for provisional ballot costs.  

 Additionally, MOE costs are supposed to be those related to Section 251 activities.  The list on page two of the Advisory clearly goes beyond the scope required in HAVA. 

 Again, WashingtonState is in support of the proposed modification and urges its passage as soon as possible. 
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
