Dr. Toby Moore is an elections and voting researcher in Washington with the non-profit research organization Research Triangle Institute (RTI International), where he designs and directs election research projects in the United States and abroad.  He is currently directing technical assistance to the U.S. Election Assistance Commission in support of the EAC’s 2008 Election Day Survey.  Before joining RTI, he served as project manager for the Commission on Federal Election Reform at American University.  From 2000 to 2006 he was the political geographer of the Voting Section of the Civil Rights Division, U.S. Department of Justice, where he served as redistricting expert and demographer.
