Washington State received $6,799,430.00 under Title |, Section 102 of the Help
America Vote Act. Funds provided under this section may only be used for the
replacement of punch card or lever voting systems. Washington has sixteen counties
that qualify for punch card replacement under this section.

The state was not able to meet the January 1, 2004 punch card replacement date and
applied for a waiver. The state has ensured that all of the punch card voting systems in
qualifying precincts in Washington State will be replaced in time for the first election for
Federal office held after January 1, 2006.

In accordance with HAVA and Section 3 and Appendix G of our State plan, $3,258,067
was spent on punch card replacement costs for the following counties:
