The following are the Minutes of the Meeting of the United States Election 

Assistance Commission (“EAC”) Board of Advisors, held June 17-19, 2010.  The meeting convened on Wednesday, June 17, at 9:06 a.m., in Washington, D.C. at the Phoenix Park Hotel, 520 Capitol Street, N.W., and adjourned at 10:27 a.m. on Friday, June 19, 2010.
Wednesday, June 16
Call to Order:

Chair Jim Dickson called the meeting to order at 9:06 a.m.
Pledge of Allegiance:


Chair Dickson led all present in the recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance. 
Roll Call: 
Secretary Terri Hegarty called for a roll of the Board of Advisors and found present the following members: Barbara Bartoletti, Bob Carey, Lillie Coney, Bill Cowles, Keith Cunningham, James C. Secretary Hegarty declared that a quorum was present.

Welcoming Remarks:

Chair Dickson welcomed all in attendance, extending a special welcome to the eight new Board members.  Commissioner Hillman also welcomed everyone in attendance, in addition to conveying several Board members’ regrets for being unable to attend the meeting due to previous commitments or health-related matters.
Introductions:

Members of the Board introduced themselves, commenting on what they feel the biggest challenges are in the election industry in addition to where they feel progress has been made in elections since the passage of the Help America Vote Act (HAVA).
Adoption of Agenda:

Chair Dickson asked for a motion to adopt the agenda.  Doug Lewis moved to adopt the agenda which was seconded by Sue Landske.  Brief discussion was held on the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Review and Reminder of Procedures:

Commissioner Gracia Hillman addressed various logistics pertaining to the meeting, in addition to reviewing the materials contained in the meeting binders.
Introductions (cont’d):
Board member Libby Ensley entered the meeting after which she provided an introduction and commented on where she feels both the biggest challenges and progress has been made in the election industry.
Appointment of Proxy Committee: 

Chair Dickson reported Linda Lamone will serve as Chair of the Proxy Committee, along with Secretary Trey Grayson and Elizabeth Ensley.

Appointment of Election Certification Committee:

Chair Dickson reported that Helen Purcell will Chair the Election Certification Committee, along with Secretary Mary Herrera and Neal Kelley.
Appointment of Parliamentarian:

Chair Dickson reported that Sue Landske has been appointed as Parliamentarian.
Review of Process for Election of Officers:

Helen Purcell reviewed the process for election of officers as contained in Article IV of the Bylaws.
Approval of Minutes:

Chair Dickson asked for a motion to accept the minutes from the June 2009 Board of Advisors meeting.  Ron Gardner moved to adopt the minutes as written.  Terri Hegarty seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Proxy Committee Report: 

Linda Lamone reported four proxies were submitted as follows: LuAnn Adams assigned her vote to Ron Gardner; Chris Nelson assigned his vote to Trey Grayson; Thomas Upton Reynolds assigned his vote to Sue Landske.  Ms. Lamone further reported that she assigned her vote to Chair Dickson for the afternoon session only.

Special Committee on EAC Program Presentation Report:

Terri Hegarty reviewed both the role and composition of the Committee, in addition to providing an overview of its recommendations regarding EAC’s presentations and publications which the Committee addressed during four meetings that were conducted via teleconference.

Bylaws Committee Report:
Terri Hegarty reported there have been no proposed changes or amendments to the bylaws.
Voting System Standards Committee Report:

Keith Cunningham provided an update with respect to the Committee’s recommendations regarding the need for disability expertise as part of the testing process for voting systems which will include input from the Access Board and will be reported on by Ron Gardner at a later date.  Mr. Cunningham also discussed the Committee’s thoughts on how it will be able to ascertain assessing/analyzing the costs that are associated with voting system standards.  He concluded by reviewing the Committee’s recommendations with respect to both the scope and formatting/contents of the Election Operations Assessment.
Virtual Public Meeting Forums:

Commissioner Hillman provided an overview of the materials produced by EAC that the Board reviewed and commented on during three virtual meeting forums that were convened in September of 2009, February of 2010 and April of 2010.  Commissioner Hillman also briefly summarized how responses to public comments are processed.
Old Business:

Responses to Resolutions and Motions:
EAC Executive Director Thomas Wilkey along with Matt Masterson, Deputy Director of EAC’s Testing and Certification Program, reviewed the status of pending motions and resolutions that were adopted by the Board at its June 2009 meeting. 

Break:

The Board recessed at 10:50 a.m. and reconvened at 11:08 a.m.

Old Business: 

Responses to Resolutions and Motions (Cont’d): 

Mr. Wilkey and Mr. Masterson covered the remaining status of pending motions and resolutions which were adopted by the Board at its June 2009 meeting.
Old Business:
EAC Program and Operations Update 

Overview:
Mr. Wilkey extended a personal welcome to the eight new members of the Board.  Mr. Wilkey also personally recognized the dedication and hard work of EAC’s General Counsel Office, in addition to recognizing the dedication, loyalty and hard work of all EAC staff members.
Finance and Administration:

Chief Operating Officer Alice Miller provided an overview of finance and administration within EAC, which included the roles and responsibilities of the Commissioners and the Executive Director, along with the role and responsibilities of herself as the Chief Operating Officer, the Chief Financial Officer, the Office of General Counsel and EAC’s Communications Director Jeannie Layson.
CFO Annette Lafferty summarized the steps that were taken to establish a CFO department within EAC, provided an overview of the department’s goals and also reported on the positive outcome of EAC’s 2009 financial statement audit.  
Ms. Lafferty concluded by posing an inquiry into where the Board feels the election field is moving and what the EAC can do to align itself accordingly.  Several suggestions included the need to be adaptive and responsive to changes in technology, preparing for the next generation of voters whose mindset is not in the world of paper, including the cloud computing industry as a cost of managing elections and determining how outsourced resources will be held responsible/accountable for the work that may be assigned to them.
EAC Testing and Certification Programs: 

Brian Hancock, Director, Testing and Certification Programs, introduced members of the Testing and Certification Division which included James Long, Josh Franklin, Jessica Myers and Robin Sargent.  He also summarized the presentations/discussions scheduled for the remainder of the afternoon session.  Mr. Hancock also recognized the presence of the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) staff Marty Herman and Belinda Collins.
Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting Act (UOCAVA) Threat Analysis: 

Andrew Regenscheid, National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST) Computer Security Division addressed the Board via a PowerPoint slide presentation which provided a background on how NIST and the EAC became involved in UOCAVA voting.  He next presented a detailed description of the conclusions and findings contained in NIST’s report entitled “A Threat Analysis on UOCAVA Voting Systems” that was released in December 2008.

The Board recessed at 12:30 p.m. for a working lunch and returned to open session at 2:32 p.m.

UOCAVA Threat Analysis (Cont’d):
Mr. Regenscheid concluded with his PowerPoint presentation by providing an overview of some of the current work that NIST has completed since the release of the threat analysis report which includes the following three documents: “Information System Security Best Practices for UOCAVA Supporting Systems,” “Security Best Practices for the Electronic Transmission of UOCAVA Election Materials” and “Security Considerations for Remote Electronic UOCAVA Voting.”  Several Board members asked questions that Mr. Regenscheid answered and they engaged in a discussion on issues raised in her report.
Proxy Committee Update:
Mr. Grayson reported, on behalf of Chair Linda Lamone, that Sarah Ball Johnson assigned her vote to Chris Thomas.
Old Business: 

EAC Program and Operations Update (Cont’d):
Testing and Certification Division 
Mr. Hancock via a PowerPoint slide presentation highlighted by means of a timeline the progress that EAC’s Testing and Certification Division has made since the passage of HAVA to the present, which included adopting the 2005 VVSG, approval of the Voting System Testing and Certification Program Manual, and the accreditation of three laboratories 
Voluntary Voting System Guidelines:
James Long, Testing and Certification Division, addressed the Board via a PowerPoint slide presentation which summarized, for the benefit of the eight new Board members, the composition of the Technical Guidelines Development Committee (TGDC).  He also provided an overview of the history on the progress of the following iterations of voting system standards and guidelines which the Testing and Certification Division works with: The 2002 Voting System Standards, the 2005 Voluntary Voting System Guidelines, the update to the 2005 VVSG and the next iteration of recommendations as put forth by the TGDC.
Several Board members asked questions that Mr. Hancock and Mr. Masterson answered and they engaged in a discussion on issues raised in Mr. Long’s presentation.

Break:

The Board recessed at 3:46 p.m. and reconvened at 4:06 p.m.
UOCAVA Pilot Program Voting Systems: 

Joshua Franklin, Testing and Certification Division, addressed the Board via a PowerPoint slide presentation which provided a timeline overview of EAC’s efforts to serve military and overseas voters in conjunction with NIST and the Federal Voting Assistance Program (FVAP) beginning in March 2008.  Mr. Franklin also provided a brief overview of the UOCAVA Pilot Program Testing Requirements document and the steps that were taken to create it.
Several Board members asked questions that Mr. Franklin and Mr. Masterson answered and they engaged in a discussion on issues raised in Mr. Franklin’s presentation.

Testing and Certification Process:
Brian Hancock addressed the Board to provide an update on the acquisitions and mergers that have recently occurred with various voting system manufacturers approved by EAC’s Testing and Certification Division.  Updates will be posted to EAC’s website regarding the acquisitions.  Mr. Hancock also provided an overview of the voting systems that have been certified by EAC, in addition to reviewing the preliminary results of Technical Reviewer Mark Skall’s statistical analysis of the quality of systems which was confined to source code errors.  Mr. Hancock concluded by reviewing the systems that are currently in the testing process.
Voting System Test Laboratory Accreditation:
Matt Masterson addressed the Board via a PowerPoint slide presentation which highlighted the following:  An overview of the seven-step accreditation process that independent non-federal laboratories must meet, an overview of the programmatic requirements and responsibilities of the voting system test lab (VSTL), an overview of EAC’s compliance management program and an overview of the current labs that are used for testing and certification.  Mr. Masterson also provided an update on both the intent and the status of the Election Operations Assessment that is currently being conducted by the University of South Alabama.
Announcements:
Chair Dickson announced that Terri Hegarty would be leaving the Board of Advisors after two terms.  The Board expressed its appreciation for her hard work through a round of applause.  Chair Dickson also reminded the Board that elections would be held Friday morning.
Recess:

The meeting recessed at 5:00 p.m.
Thursday, June 17
Chair Dickson reconvened the meeting at 9:00 a.m.
Proxy Committee Update Report: 
Ms. Lamone reported that Libby Ensley granted her proxy to Bill Cowles after 4:00 p.m., Chris Nelson granted his proxy to Trey Grayson, Richard Pilger granted his proxy to Chris Herren for the afternoon session of the meeting and Dr. Simons granted her proxy to Trey Grayson during her absence throughout the day.  Ms. Lamone also reported that her proxy which was granted to Chair Dickson the previous day had expired.
Other:

Chair Dickson reminded Board members that election of officers would be held Friday morning, noting that the position of Secretary will be open due to Terri Hegarty’s departure from the Board.  Chair Dickson also announced that Mr. Kelley had a motion to put before the Board.  Commissioner Hillman suggested that it be raised following the morning break which Mr. Kelley concurred with.
Panel Presentation and Board Discussion - Professional Education: Today’s Election Administrators and Preparing for the Next Generation:

Chair Dickson introduced the panel by explaining that the topic for discussion would be the ongoing professional development of election officials and the role of leaders in the election world to help recruit the best and brightest into the profession.

Doug Chapin, Director of Election Initiatives for the Pew Center on the States, provided testimony regarding the need to recognize the professionalism of election administration through:  
1. Establishing common language.
2. Expanding the definition/understanding of what an election official is and does.
3. Creating clearer career paths in election administration.
EAC Chief Operating Office Alice Miller provided testimony regarding the need to recognize the professionalism of election administration through:

1. Diversifying the field of elections administration. 
2. Providing continuing education to election administrators.
Dr. Robert Montjoy provided testimony regarding the need to recognize the professionalism of election administration through:
1.  Focusing on the importance of determining what the characteristics of an election profession are in relation to other professions. 
2. Conducting a study to determine the market, the opportunities and the career path of the profession.
Lillie Coney provided testimony regarding the need to recognize the professionalism of election administration through:

1. Collaboration in academic research.
2. Incorporating computing students into election administrators’   plans regarding local or state elections by developing a fellowship or internship description.
3. Attracting experienced computer technology professionals as volunteers.
Doug Lewis provided testimony regarding the need to recognize the professionalism of election administration through:
1. Education. 

2. Diversity. 

3. Professional certification.

Several interns and a law clerk working for the EAC were introduced and welcomed.  Executive Director Wilkey provided an overview of what their duties/responsibilities include.
The floor was open for discussion and questions between the Board and the panelists regarding their suggestions/recommendations.

Break:

The Board recessed at 10:44 a.m. and reconvened at 11:00 a.m.
Motions:

Neal Kelley addressed the Board to discuss the importance of sustainability of voting equipment.  He presented the following motion:  That the Board of Advisors recommends to the United States Election Assistance Commission that it begin a dialogue with voting system manufacturers, state and local election officials and other relevant parties about the sustainability and maintenance of current voting systems.  Wendy Noren seconded the motion.  Discussion included several Board members expressing their support regarding the importance of addressing this topic in further detail.  The motion carried unanimously.
Old Business:
Prior to introducing the Research, Policies and Programs Division, Mr. Wilkey recognized Kennesaw State University that works closely with the election community, not only in the State of Georgia, but also around the country.  Mr. Wilkey also provided comments reflecting his personal relationship with Auburn University.

EAC Program and Operations Update (Cont’d):
Research, Policies and Programs, Karen Lynn Dyson, Director

Ms. Lynn-Dyson introduced the members of the Research, Policies and Program Division, followed by an overview of how the three departments within the division work together.
Election Day Survey/Research Studies:
Dr. Shelly Anderson, Deputy Director for Research, addressed the Board to briefly summarize, via a PowerPoint slide presentation, some of the changes that were made to both the statutory overview and quantitative sections of the 2010 Election Administration and Voting Survey.  Dr. Anderson next provided an update on the status/timeline of the following HAVA mandated studies that her division has been conducting.  The recounts and contest study, free or reduced absentee postage study, the urban rule study and the Social Security Act study.
Ms. Lynn-Dyson reported that herself, Marcy Reedy and Executive Director Wilkey recently participated in a training session with respect to use of the NVRA forms that have been translated into five Asian languages.  She was also pleased to announce the distribution of the Voter’s Guide to Federal Elections which was translated into four Native American languages.
National Voter Registration Act (Mail in Form)/Provisional Voting Guidance/Statewide Voter Registration Databases Guidance:
William Boehm, Deputy Director for Policy, addressed the Board to provide, via a PowerPoint slide presentation, an update/timeline on the areas that the Policy Division has been working on, which includes updating the NVRA regulations, in addition to issuing guidance on both provisional voting and statewide voter registration databases. 

EAC Educational Materials - Election Management Guidelines and Quick Starts:
Matthew Weil, Research Program Specialist, EAC, addressed the Board to report that, to date, there are 16 Election Management Guideline chapters.  The following five chapters were adopted by the Commission in November of 2009: Building Community Partnerships, Canvassing and Certifying an Election, Communicating with the Public, Conducting a Recount and Provisional Ballots.  Three additional chapters on the topics of Technology in Elections, Office Administration and Accessibility have been developed, which would be considered by the Board at a later point during the meeting, after which they will be considered by the Commission.

The floor was open for discussion and questions between the Board and the panelists regarding their presentations.

Mr. Weil resumed his presentation to provide a brief summary with regard to how the three newest Election Management Guideline Chapters, i.e., Technology in Elections, Office Administration and Accessibility were produced and the process by which they were produced, along with a brief overview of the content of each of the chapters.  Ernie Hawkins discussed his input as part of the working group with regard to the chapter on Office Administration, with Ron Gardner discussing his input as part of the working group with regards to the chapter on Accessibility.
The Board recessed for a working luncheon at 12:34 p.m. and reconvened at 2:07 p.m.
Committee Update Reports: 

Ms. Lamone reported that Lillie Coney assigned her vote to Mary Herrera for the afternoon session beginning at 4 p.m. through the remainder of the meeting, and Sarah Ball Johnson assigned her vote to Chris Thomas for the remainder of the meeting.

EAC Program and Operations Update:
EAC Communications and Clearinghouse – Jeannie Layson, Director

EAC Website/Clearinghouse/Customer Service: 

Jeannie Layson, Director of Communications and Congressional Affairs, EAC, addressed the Board to provide, via a PowerPoint slide presentation, a brief overview of both the work that her division does in addition to its philosophies.  Ms. Layson also provided the Board with a demonstration of EAC’s newly designed website.
Ms. Layson continued with her presentation to provide testimony with respect to the process/development of the draft Clearinghouse policy in accordance with the Help America Vote Act.  She discussed the scope and content of the clearinghouse, in addition to the major issues that staff is addressing in drafting the policy.

Ms. Layson concluded her presentation to outline the various customer service tools that EAC uses to disseminate information, in addition to recognizing Bryan Whitener, who is responsible for gathering all of the information that is contained in a wrap-up of each of the Commission’s public meetings and is thereafter made available the same day of the meeting.

EAC Program and Operations Update: 


Grants Programs – Mark Abbott, Director 

College Poll Workers: 

Mark Abbott, Director of Grants, EAC, addressed the Board to provide a brief overview of the various areas that the Grants Office is responsible for.  Dr. Abbott reported that there are 43 active grants for the 2010 election cycle, after which he addressed some details with regard to what is factored into a grant calendar, in addition to providing some details regarding the college poll worker and student mock election grants, the military hero’s initiative grant and grants pertaining to logic and accuracy testing and post-election audits.
The floor was open for discussion and questions from the Board members regarding Dr. Abbott’s presentation.

Break:


The Board recessed at 3:33 p.m. and reconvened at 4:01 p.m.
Student Mock Elections: 

Tara Smith, Deputy Supervisor of Elections, addressed the Board via a PowerPoint slide presentation to provide an overview of how Miami-Dade County approached the first year of its two-year student mock election program it is participating in, for which it received a $55,000 grant from the EAC.  Included in Ms. Smith’s summary was information regarding the logistics, information regarding the number and content of ballots that were utilized, program results, the results of four survey questions that were included on the ballots, program benefits and challenges that were encountered during the first year while participating in the program.  Ms. Smith concluded by outlining the goals and outcomes that she envisions during the second year of the program.
The floor was open for discussion and questions from the Board members regarding Ms. Smith’s presentation.

Rachael Cobb, Assistant Professor of Government, Suffolk University, addressed the Board via a PowerPoint presentation to provide testimony which outlined the purpose and results of Suffolk University’s poll worker program that it participated in during 2008, which was funded by a grant through the EAC, and centered on the following three broad areas: partnerships, assessing the experience of both voters and poll workers and integration of the program into the curriculum.  Ms. Cobb also provided testimony outlining the purpose and results of Boston Area College’s exit poll program that was conducted in 2008, which was funded by Suffolk, Harvard and the JET Foundation, and was conducted in Spanish, Vietnamese, Chinese and English.  Ms. Cobb concluded her presentation by highlighting the results that were gathered from surveys that comprised responses from poll workers, voters and students. 
The floor was open for discussion and questions from the Board members regarding Ms. Cobb’s presentation.

EAC Program and Operations Update: 


Grants Programs – Mark Abbott, Director (Cont’d)

Dr. Abbott concluded the portion of his presentation to summarize the results of a needs assessment that was conducted via telephone with 18 state election directors and their staff.  Dr. Abbott said they will be looking at state plan updates before they are published, so that yearly changes will not be needed.  Setting up tracking and benchmarks in the advisory opinion process are other things that will be on the website, also.  Dr. Abbott gave a quick update on requirements payments funds, Title III compliance and certification.   
Recess:

The meeting recessed at 5:20 p.m.
Friday, June 18
Chair Dickson called the meeting to order at 9:08 a.m.
Report of Proxy Committee:
Linda Lamone reported that Phil Jenkins assigned his vote to Ron Gardner.  Ms. Lamone reported the total number of proxies were as follows:  Ron Gardner was assigned two proxy votes, Mary Herrera was assigned one proxy vote, Trey Grayson was assigned two proxy votes, Bill Cowles was assigned one proxy vote and Sue Landske was assigned one vote.
Election of Officers: 

Helen Purcell opened the floor for nominations of Chair.  Terri Hegarty nominated Jim Dickson as Chair of the EAC Board of Advisors which was seconded by Mary Herrera.  No other nominations were made.  Ron Gardner moved to close nominations.  Mary Herrera seconded the motion.  A voice vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Purcell opened the floor for nominations of Vice-Chair.  Bill Cowles nominated Keith Cunningham to serve as Vice-Chair of the EAC Board of Advisors which was seconded by Doug Lewis.  No other nominations were made.  Doug Lewis made a motion to close nominations.  Barbara Simons seconded the motion.  A voice was taken and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. Purcell opened the floor for nominations of Secretary.  Wendy Noren nominated Linda Lamone to serve as Secretary of the EAC Board of Advisors.  Doug Lewis seconded the motion.  No other nominations were made.  Ron Gardner moved to close nominations.  Terri Hegarty seconded the motion.  A voice vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.  
New Business:
Motions:
Chair Dickson and EAC Associate General Counsel Tamar Nedzar responded to Mr. Fuentes’ request that it address a piece of correspondence from Congressman Dan Lundgren’s (CA) dated June 11, 2010, expressing his concern over lack of information related to the non-appointment of a General Counsel for the EAC.  

Mr. Fuentes made a motion that the Advisory Board recommends to the EAC management a full communication be sent to respond to Congressman Lundgren’s letter regarding the matter of the General Counsel.  Secretary Trey Grayson seconded the motion.  The floor was open for discussion at which time various Board members voiced both their support and opposition to the motion.  A roll call was taken as follows per Mr. Fuentes’s request:

LuAnn Adams, no; Barbara Bartoletti, abstain; Bob Carey, abstain; Lillie Coney, yes; Bill Cowles, no; Keith Cunningham, yes; Jim Dickson, no; Matthew Dunlap, yes; Libby Ensley, yes; Tom Fuentes, yes; Ron Gardner, no; Trey Grayson, yes; Ernie Hawkins, no; Terri Hegarty, no; Chris Herren, abstain; Mary Herrera, yes; Phillip Jenkins, no; Sarah Ball Johnson, abstain; Jan Kralovec, no; Neal Kelley, yes; Linda Lamone, no; Sue Landske; no, Doug Lewis, no; Chris Nelson, yes; Wendy Noren, no; Richard Pilger, abstain; Helen Purcell, no; Thomas Upton Reynolds, no; Barbara Simons, abstain; Chris Thomas, no.  The motion was defeated with a vote of nine members in favor, 15 members opposed and 6 members abstaining.  
Mr. Fuentes made a motion that Chair Dickson communicate to Congressman Lundgren that this matter was raised, discussed and the sentiments of the Board shared with the representatives of the EAC for their consideration.  Doug Lewis seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Ms. Kralovec presented the following motion, “That the Board recommends that the EAC shall conduct a study for the performance of secondary school students in the election process as poll workers.”  Trey Grayson seconded the motion.  Ms. Kralovec moved to accept Commissioner Hillman’s amendment that the motion read “recommends” versus “shall,” which was seconded by Mr. Grayson.  The motion carried unanimously.  
Ms. Kralovec presented the following second motion, “That the Board recommends that the EAC shall study the establishment of the Help America Vote Foundation created under Title XI of the Help America Vote Act.”  Discussion was held concerning Mr. Grayson’s recommendation with respect to drafting and sending a letter to the individuals responsible for appointing the Foundation’s 12 Board of Directors in order to get this entity up and running.  Ms. Kralovec moved to accept Chair Dickson’s amendment that the motion read “recommends” versus “shall” which was seconded by Mr. Grayson.  The motion carried unanimously.
