1. General Introduction

Bengali Language Overview

Bengali is spoken in few states of India (West
Bengal, Tripura, and South Assam) and Bangladesh
and, worldwide, around 250 million people speak
Bengali, including 128,000 residents of the US
(primarily in New York and New Jersey). The
Bangladesh language and Indian Bengali language
are marked by many differences in words, usage,
accent and phonetics. It is second most spoken
language in India and is the seventh most spoken
language in the World by total number of native
speakers.

The script is common for Bengali in all the regions.

But the usage is different. There are few colloquial
differences region by region, but the Bengali

used in Bangladesh and the language used in

India have more difference in style, words, etc. In

many cases, speakers of Standard Bengali in West

Bengal will use a different word from a speaker of
Standard Bengali in Bangladesh even though both

words are of native Bengali descent.

Bengali writing requires special fonts and many
Open Type fonts contain the necessary character
sets in order to render it correctly.
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Section 203
Minority Language Requirements

Section 203 of the Voting Rights Act of 1965
mandates that a state or political subdivision
must provide language assistance to voters if
more than five (5) percent of voting age citizens
are members of a single-language minority
group and do not “speak or understand English
adequately enough to participate in the election
process” and if the rate of those citizens who
have not completed the fifth grade is higher than
the national rate of voting age citizens who have
not completed the fifth grade.

Pursuant to Section 203 the Census Bureau
Director has the responsibility to determine
which states and political subdivisions are
subject to the minority language assistance
provisions of Section 203. Currently there are
249 state and political subdivisions obligated to
comply with this requirement.
