Japanese Language Overview

Japanese is the national language of Japan
and is spoken by about 125 million people
worldwide. While not strictly derived from
the Chinese language, the Japanese writing
system does borrow a lot of its vocabulary
from Chinese and makes extensive usage

of Chinese characters (kanji). Hiragana

and katakana are also used to render the
Japanese language. While there are a number
of dialects used in Japan, virtually all
Japanese speakers can understand standard
Japanese which based on the Tokyo dialect.

Japanese speakers in the United States are
estimated to number 443,000, according
to a 2010 United States Census. They are
primarily located in Hawaii and the west
coast (mostly in California).

The Japanese language requires special
fonts in order to be printed and many Open
Type fonts contain the necessary Japanese
characters to render it correctly.
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Section 203
Minority Language Requirements

Section 203 of the Voting Rights Act of

1965 mandates that a state or political
subdivision must provide language assistance
to voters if more than five (5) percent of
voting age citizens are members of a single-
language minority group and do not “speak
or understand English adequately enough

to participate in the election process” and
if the rate of those citizens who have not
completed the fifth grade is higher than the
national rate of voting age citizens who have
not completed the fifth grade.

Pursuant to Section 203 the Census Bureau
Director has the responsibility to determine
which states and political subdivisions are
subject to the minority language assistance
provisions of Section 203. Currently there
are 249 state and political subdivisions
obligated to comply with this requirement.
